1. Program Content Description: Workshop must be, at least 90 minutes and must:

a. address one of the 7 domains of the CPRP Role Delineation Study OR Professional Ethics and is consistent with the principles and values of Psychiatric Rehabilitation, person first language, and multi-cultural principles which are:

· Interpersonal Competencies,

· Professional Role Competencies,

· Community Resources,

· Assessment, Planning, and Outcomes,

· System Competencies,

· Interventions, and

· Diversity;

b. correspond to stated learning objectives; and
c. include an opportunity for interaction between participants and presenters

2. Learning Objectives- Workshop must have written learning objectives that are measurable, learner-centered, and achievable within timeframe of the activity.
3. Instructors/Presenters- Workshop must be presented by at least one qualified instructor/presenter who meets at least ONE of the following criteria:

a. current CPRP and has successful experience as an instructor/presenter in the human services field;

b. an individual who holds another license or certification in a mental health profession and a minimum of 5 years experience work in Psychiatric Rehabilitation; or

c. an individual who has authored publications within the past five years on topics within the domain(s) being presented. 

NOTE: Every workshop must have a person with a CPRP credential who is involved in the planning or delivery of the content of the workshop
