Frequently Asked Questions and Answers
Regarding

PAPSRS Recruitment of CPRP Exam Workshop Instructors
1. Will I have to develop the curriculum for the Workshop?

a. NO, the Workshop curriculum and content has been developed and used several times with different Workshop classes.  Instructors may want to “personalize” small parts of their presentation, but the current curriculum has been refined with close attention to content and TIME LIMITS.  We are actually very interested in keeping the curriculum and content as consistent and standardized as possible in order to “test” its effectiveness.
2. How will I get the materials I will need for the Workshop?
a. Trainees will be provided an electronic copy of the Power Point as well as electronic masters of handouts and other materials at the November training – these will be provided in a flash drive or CD format.  Trainees will also be given copies of some of the books and recommended readings that Workshop attendees will be advised to read.  PAPSRS will not be able to supply the Instructor with laptop computer or LCD projector, which will be needed for the Workshop.  If this presents a major problem for the Instructor, PAPSRS will make an effort to have the “host” ( the organization providing the space, or other “friends” to make the equipment available)
3. Will Instructors need to arrange space or handle other details of the Workshop such as registration, etc. ?

a. In the past most of the “logistics” (space, registration, food arrangements) have been handled by PAPSRS staff.  Every effort will be made to relieve the Instructor of responsibilities other than “teaching”.  
4. Will people attending the Workshop be charged for attending? 

a. Yes, the Training Committee and Board have established Member and non-Member fees for the Workshop.  All workshop attendees are required to have the Psychiatric Rehabilitation Skills in Practice: A CPRP Preparation and Skills Workbook, copies of the book are available for purchase during the registration process and often delivered at the Workshop. Fees have been kept at a minimum to encourage attendance and cover food (coffee & lunch) costs.  The Workshop has been an appreciated member-service and has been effective in encouraging new membership for PAPSRS. 
5. Will I be paid for conducting the Workshop? 
a. No, Instructors are asked to volunteer their time and efforts to PAPSRS, and their Psychiatric Rehabilitation co-workers; however PAPSRS will reimburse Instructors for any out-of-pocket expenses, including travel.  Conducting the Workshop may qualify the Instructor for double continuing CPRP training credits.
We recognize that Instructors may need to “coordinate” their participation with their employer and they are encouraged to discuss their interest with their employer.
6. Do I have to have to have teaching or supervisory experience?
a. This type of experience would be helpful, but you absolutely must “know” Psychiatric Rehabilitation and be comfortable in front of a large (10 – 30 people) groups.  A CPRP is required.
7. How much time will be involved?

a. The training will involve an overnight stay at the Penn Stater Hotel in State College, PA on the night of November 11, 2009 and a full day (until approx. 4:00) on November 12th.  After the training, the Workshop sessions are full days (usually 9:00 to 3:00).  We expect that no Instructor will be asked to conduct more than 3 Workshop in the next 12 months.  Some personal preparation time will likely be needed.
8. What will the Training in November include?

a. We are asking the Instructor Trainees to come to the Penn Stater by early evening on Wednesday, November 11.  Your overnight stay will be paid by PAPSRS.  While there may be a brief opportunity for the trainees to meet together on the 11th, the primary reason for the overnight is to allow the trainees to be well rested and able to start early on the 12th.  Early on the 12th, the trainees will meet with Eileen Joseph and Lu Mauro, our senior Instructors to discuss the curriculum, materials and techniques.   An actual CPRP Exam Workshop will be conducted by Eileen and Lu with attendees from the State College area.  The Instructor-trainees will be able observe the Workshop and the use of the Power Point and materials.  During breaks, the Instructor-trainees will be able to ask questions and guidance from the Instructors.  Following the actual Workshop, Instructor-trainees will meet in a post-session with Eileen and Lu.  They will also be able to discuss “logistics” with PAPSRS’ Executive Director, Dan Sylvester.  Instructor-trainees will be provided breakfast and lunch by PAPSRS.
9. Once I am trained and have the curriculum material, may I use it within my agency or in any way I want?

a. No, not really.  The curriculum and material have been developed by people for PAPSRS, we therefore have a vested interest in it being used appropriately and as a PAPSRS service.  Instructors should not substantially modify the content of the Workshop or Power Point.  We will stay in contact with Instructors and will be open to suggestions to improve the materials and content, but will make any changes “across the board”, and ask all instructors to adopt the changes.  Instructors should only conduct Workshop sessions endorsed and coordinated by PAPSRS.  HOWEVER, Instructors may offer the training within their own agency and with their own agency staff, without (PAPSRS) charges.  We do ask that you inform us of “in-house” training and attendees, so we can properly credit their attendance and follow their future experience with the exam and obtaining their CPRP.
